The ADDP provides dental care insurance coverage to MHS beneficiaries.  Following delivery of care, a claim is submitted to UCCI for adjudication and payment.  UCCI maintains a database of providers who are authorized to provide care.  As such, the by-products of delivery purchased dental care are Data Elements and Provider electronic data records.  They are sent to the DHSS where they are utilized for various purposes, including beneficiary health care management, future budget estimations and quality of health care delivery.
The MDR receives the ADDP files on a monthly basis via Secure File Transfer Protocol (SFTP).  DHSS receives these extracts on the Feed Nodes of the MDR.  The main host of the MDR is an IBM RS/6000SP multi-node computing platform located at the Defense Enterprise Computing Center (DECC)-OKC, located in Oklahoma City, OK.  The Feed Nodes send the files to the Tivoli Storage Manager (TSM).  The TSM copies and stores the files for back-up purposes.  The MDR screens the records for data management purposes.  The MDR subjects the files to defined business rules to create and post the ADDP datasets.

This ICD provides the technical specification for an interface between the TMA and the DHSS Program Office regarding ADDP data files.  An Action Memo will be jointly agreed to by TMA and DHSS that establishes the ongoing operational agreement.  It is the responsibility of the source system Program Office (i.e., TMA) to notify DHSS of any potential or planned changes to data feed formats or contents as soon as these potential changes are known in order to minimize adverse impacts on DHSS receiving systems. When required, modifications to the ICD will be made by the data receiver (i.e., DHSS Program Office), and a copy of the revised ICD will be sent to the data sender (i.e., TMA). 
Appendix A delineates the ADDP data file that DHSS receives from UCCI.
Should problems with the interface arise, DHSS data production support personnel will immediately contact UCCI/Highmark operational personnel.  Should there be systemic data problems recognized during MDR processing, DHSS members will coordinate with their counterparts in TMA.

Dental claims data that is reliable is necessary for the MHS to make knowledge-based decisions regarding TRICARE dental programs.  The MDR provides this information to MHS decision-makers.  Updates are required for effective performance of the business.  An inability to obtain this data could have adverse consequences on the ability of MHS managers to oversee MHS program operations.

UCCI sends batch records for Claims and Providers on a monthly basis.  DHSS receives ADDP batches from UCCI at the Feed Node (Node 2300 TCP Port 22) in the DMZ of the Oklahoma City (OKC) Defense Enterprise Computing Center (DECC) via Secure File Transfer Protocol (SFTP).
BEA uses the workspace in the DHSS RS/6000SP located in DECC OKC to pull the ADDP files from the Feed Nodes and manipulate them to create ADDP data extracts for MDR.  These files are posted on Node 2120 by BEA.
The MDR ADDP files contain Protected Health Information (PHI).  However no classified information is contained in the files.  The entire interface development process, data processing, and loading/posting are accomplished within the DHSS OKC enclave.
The intent is to have BEA post MDR SAS datasets monthly.

Data integrity and quality of raw data files that DHSS receives involve processes that answer the following questions:

1. [bookmark: _Toc480850299][bookmark: _Toc446083120]Did DHSS catch the files?
2. Are the files readable and complete?
3. Do the record counts within the files agree with other sources of what should have been received?
4. Are the data field values within the records accurate within reason?

Answering the first 3 questions involves automated and accepted assessment methods that have matured over the last 10 years.  ADDP records are raw claims and are accepted by DHSS as-is. DHSS has implemented the following processes with respect to the questions:

1. DHSS validates that MDR receives the files from UCCI as pre-determined in the schedule.
2. Automated methods insure the file is readable and the file is complete.
3. There are no other sources at present to compare ADDP record counts with.
4. Some field data values can be difficult to access.  DHSS contractors and BEA evaluate selected field values based on other authoritative data sources or statistical analysis computations for record batches.  When the values are found to be suspect, decisions are often made to establish an alternative calculated field value, which is generally the preferred field value used by users. 

The methods continue to mature as better methods, data sources, and technology advance.
