Stop or gradually decrease these medications: 

Start taking this medication as needed for breakthrough headaches, but no more than twice a week:

Start taking this medication daily, regardless of whether you have a headache, to prevent future headaches: 

Do not take the following medications more than twice per week. Contact 
your provider if you need to use these medications more often or if you have 
worsening, severe, or long-lasting headaches. Frequent use could suggest that 
your current abortive headache medications are not working.

	● �Acetaminophen (TYLENOL*) 
	● Ibuprofen (MOTRIN*) 
	● Combination acetaminophen, aspirin, and caffeine (Excedrin*)
	● Migraine specific medications, e.g., sumatriptan (IMITREX*), zolmitriptan (ZOMIG*)  

	● Opioids, e.g., acetaminophen and codeine (TYLENOL* with Codeine) 
	● Barbiturates, e.g., butalbital, acetaminophen, and caffeine (Fioricet*)
